HEALING IS THE CHILDREN’S BREAD

During Jesus’ earthly ministry many of the children of Israel came to Him for healing.  On one occasion a Gentile woman approached Him for a healing on behalf of her daughter.  Before the Cross, Jesus’ ministry was only supposed to be to the nation of Israel.  In Matthew 15:24-28 He explained it to the woman like this: But he answered and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel.
Then came she and worshipped him, saying, Lord, help me.  But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the children's bread, and to cast it to dogs.  And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their masters' table.  Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great is thy faith: be it unto thee even as thou wilt. And her daughter was made whole from that very hour.” Here Jesus said that God’s children were entitled to healing. It is a benefit that we as God’s children can expect, even as a natural father would provide bread for his own children.  Because of the woman’s persistent faith, He made an exception and granted her daughter healing even before the Cross.  God cannot turn away anyone who comes with expectant, and persistent faith.  At the Cross, salvation and healing were provided for all mankind through Jesus shed Blood and the stripes upon His Body.  All who call upon Him in faith are entitled to the benefits He purchased and freely gives us…salvation, healing, deliverance.  If you are a child of God, healing belongs to you, for “healing is the children’s bread.”  In Matthew 7:7-11 Jesus explained how our Heavenly Father desires to give us good things: 
“ Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you:
For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh findeth; and to him that knocketh it shall be opened. Or what man is there of you, whom if his son ask bread, will he give him a stone?  Or if he ask a fish, will he give him a serpent?  If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children, how much more shall your Father which is in heaven give good things to them that ask him?

No good thing will God withhold from them that walk uprightly.  We simply must ask Him in faith, knowing that He has already provided the healing for us through the Cross.  Isaiah 53:3-5 promises:
“He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.  Surely he hath borne our griefs (diseases), and carried our sorrows (pains): yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted.  But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.”

We simply must ask in faith, nothing wavering, knowing that if God promised it, He will do it, for “God cannot lie.”  Sometimes He answers immediately, and manifestations are instant, as in the cases of miraculous healings.  Other times a healing may be gradual.  However God chooses to manifest His healing power, it is His promise and He will keep His word. Faith pleases God.  “But without faith, it is impossible to please God, for he that comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is the Rewarder of them that diligently seek Him.”  (Hebrews 11:6) Are you waiting for a promise of God to manifest in your life?  Then praise Him and thank Him for it until He manifests it to you.  God wants you to prosper in your spirit, as well as physically and financially (III John 2.)  Put God first.  Keep diligently seeking Him.  Meditate on His promises in His Word, and He will bring His word to pass for you! The key is, it IS God’s will for you to prosper AND BE IN HEALTH AS YOU SOUL PROSPERS.  Your soul prospers when you have a close intimate relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ.  We can only come to God through Jesus, for He said, “I am the way, the Truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father but by Me.”  If you have never asked Jesus to be Lord of your life, do it today!  You must acknowledge that you are a sinner, “for all have sinned”, and “the wages of sin is death.”  (Romans 3, 6)  Sin can be in word, action or attitudes that are against God’s nature of love.  Then you must repent—be willing to change-- and confess your sins to God.  He promises, “If you confess your sins to God He is faithful and just to forgive your sins and cleanse you of all unrighteousness.”  Believe that Jesus died on the Cross for you sins and that He rose the third day in order to justify you in God’s sight.  His shed Blood can cleanse you completely.  
HEALING SCRIPTURES:

1. Deuteronomy 7:15: [15] And the LORD will take away from thee all sickness, and will put none of the evil diseases of Egypt, upon thee; but will lay them upon all them that hate thee. 
2. Psalm 91:10: There shall no evil befall thee, neither shall any plague come nigh thy dwelling.  For He shall give His angels charge over thee, to keep thee in all thy ways.  They shall bear thee up in their hands, lest thou dash thy foot against a stone.
3. Psalm 103: [1] Bless the LORD, O my soul: and all that is within me, bless his holy name.  Bless the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all his benefits: Who forgives all your sins; who heals all thy diseases.

Proverbs 4:20-22:My son, attend to my words; incline your ear unto my sayings. Let them not depart from your eyes; keep them in the midst of your heart. For they are life unto those that find them, and health to all their flesh.
5. Jeremiah 30:17 For I will restore health unto thee, and I will heal thee of thy wounds, says the LORD; 
6. Malachi 4:2 [2] But unto you that fear my name shall the Sun of righteousness arise with healing in his wings; and ye shall go forth, and grow up as calves of the stall.
7. I Peter 2:24: who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed. 
8. III John 1:2 [2] Beloved, I wish above all things that thou may prosper and be in health, even as thy soul prospers.
9: Exodus 15:[26] And said, If thou wilt diligently hearken to the voice of the LORD thy God, and wilt do that which is right in his sight, and wilt give ear to his commandments, and keep all his statutes, I will put none of these diseases upon thee, which I have brought upon the Egyptians: for I am the LORD that heals thee.
10: Exodus 23:25-26  And ye shall serve the LORD your God, and he shall bless thy bread, and thy water; and I will take sickness away from the midst of thee.  There shall nothing cast their young, nor be barren, in thy land: the number of thy days I will fulfill. 
11: Psalm 105:37-[37] He brought them forth also with silver and gold: and there was not one feeble person among their tribes.
Matt.8 -When he was come down from the mountain, great multitudes followed him.

 And, behold, there came a leper and worshipped him, saying, Lord, if thou wilt, thou canst make me clean.  And Jesus put forth his hand, and touched him, saying, I will; be thou clean. And immediately his leprosy was cleansed. [4] And Jesus saith unto him, See thou tell no man; but go thy way, shew thyself to the priest, and offer the gift that Moses commanded, for a testimony unto them. [5] And when Jesus was entered into Capernaum, there came unto him a centurion, beseeching him, [6] And saying, Lord, my servant lieth at home sick of the palsy, grievously tormented. [7] And Jesus saith unto him, I will come and heal him.
[8] The centurion answered and said, Lord, I am not worthy that thou shouldest come under my roof: but speak the word only, and my servant shall be healed. [9] For I am a man under authority, having soldiers under me: and I say to this man, Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth it. [10] When Jesus heard it, he marvelled, and said to them that followed, Verily I say unto you, I have not found so great faith, no, not in Israel. [11] And I say unto you, That many shall come from the east and west, and shall sit down with Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, in the kingdom of heaven. [12] But the children of the kingdom shall be cast out into outer darkness: there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth. [13] And Jesus said unto the centurion, Go thy way; and as thou hast believed, so be it done unto thee. And his servant was healed in the selfsame hour. [14] And when Jesus was come into Peter's house, he saw his wife's mother laid, and sick of a fever. [15] And he touched her hand, and the fever left her: and she arose, and ministered unto them. [16] When the even was come, they brought unto him many that were possessed with devils: and he cast out the spirits with his word, and healed all that were sick: [17] That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, Himself took our infirmities, and bare our sicknesses. 
It is God’s will for you to be in health as your soul is healthy. When you ask Jesus to save your soul He can forgive your sins and also heal your body.  On the cross He paid the price for our sins and for our healing.
